Dear Friends,

It is with great honor and gratitude that we present La Casa de Esperanza's 2006 Annual Report:  Hope,
Help, Opportunity . 

La Casa de Esperanza started from humble roots at a home at 1009 Ryan Street in 1966. La Casa was
founded by Kenneth and Clair Crouch, Duane and Pat Mitchell and Duane and Carol Warren. The three 
couples were members of Chapel Hill Methodist Church and were interested in meeting the needs of less
privileged Waukesha residents. The six and several other church members researched the human needs of
Waukesha County for nearly a year before determining that the Hispanic/Latino population in Waukesha had
many needs their "mission" could meet.  

Back in 1966, many Hispanic/Latinos were being recruited from Laredo, Texas, and other Southwestern
cities to work in Waukesha foundries, which at the time were operating seven days a week, 24 hours a day.
Most of these "recruits" were Spanish speaking and very poor. They had language difficulties. They had
housing difficulties. (Duane Warren recounts one story where two families and part of a third were living in
one, two-bedroom home, in shifts.) Because of their language challenges, most of the Hispanic/Latino 
children were having a hard time in school as well. Back then, ESL classes weren't available.  

So the Crouches and the Warrens went to Waukesha Savings & Loan and took out a mortgage and bought
the little house at 1009 Ryan Street, in the heart of the Hispanic/Latino Waukesha community. It would be
named La Casa de Esperanza (The House of Hope). At a social event the team hosted for neighborhood 
children, the group stuffed a Piñata with suggested names for the house on Ryan Street; the first one to 
tumble out of the opened Piñata was La Casa de Esperanza.  

The little house served its community well, growing in programs and volunteers. In 1966 Carol Warren went
door-to-door to help Spanish-speaking Waukeshans learn English on an individual basis. "It warms my heart
to hear a little child talk in both Spanish and English. Being bilingual today is a real asset," said 
Duane Warren.  

La Casa has come a long way and has made many great accomplishments since those days on Ryan
Street, expanding and enhancing services to meet the needs of our ever-growing and changing community.
Today we feel honored and privileged to have had the opportunity to serve this great Waukesha Community
for 41 years, none of which would have been possible without the support of countless individuals, 
organizations and partners.  

On behalf of the staff, Board of Directors and over 12,000 individuals who turn to La Casa each year for
hope, help and opportunity, we thank you and are grateful for your continued support.

In 2006, La Casa's Children, Family and Youth Programs:

• Received one of five national Annie E. Casey Family Strengthening
Awards

• Conducted a two-day training seminar for NCLR affiliates from across 
the nation
